m 1. When installing a new set of chrome pipes, make sure your hands are clean and free of oil. 2. Avoid long periods of idling as this can cause discoloration.
After installation, thoroughly clean pipes with a soft cloth and cleaning solvent that will leave 3. Intake leaks can cause the engine to run lean and overheat, this could lead to discoloration.
